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Our Mission
Our mission is to create a one-of-a-kind running event in Volusia County that that draws in athletes, 
and families from around the area, the nation and world.  A unique event that highlights the natural 
beauty of the Tomoka Basin State parks while mutually benefiting and engaging the citizens and 
business community of Ormond Beach and the greater Volusia County area.

About the Race
On March 24th Runner's High Timing and Race Management LLC will be hosting the 5rd Annual 
Tomoka Marathon, Half Marathon and 5K.  This course will start and finish at the historic Casements 
and follows the beautiful Tomoka Loop through Ormond Beach and the Tomoka State Park.

The Inaugural event in 2014 attracted over 1,000 registrants from around the country, and the event has 
grown every year since then.  The 2017 event drew 1600 participants and we expect this year's event to 
be even bigger.   Many factors combine to make the potential of this already established event massive.  
The Tomoka Loop offers a spectacular and uniquely Florida course which highlights the natural beauty 
of our area.  The Tomoka Marathon offers the only full marathon distance in Volusia County, a half 
marathon which is the most popular distance among recreational runners as well as a runner and walker 
friendly 5K, making the event accessible to virtually everyone.  Events will occur during the spring 
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break time frame which is a draw for active families looking to add a running event to their beach 
vacation.  The late March date also places the Tomoka Marathon as one of the final marathons of the 
Florida race calendar and therefore attractive to runners looking to add one more race to their season.  
The full and half courses are USATF certified allowing the Tomoka races to be used by runners 
attempting to qualify for the prestigious Boston Marathon.  The course is also one of the flattest 
marathons in the United States which makes it popular choice of those attempting to qualify for the 
Boston Marathon.  

All this is evidenced by the fact that the Tomoka Marathon was ranked #2 in the state as the most 
scenic marathon and #6 for the most well organized marathon by Florida Running and Triathlon 
Magazine.  This was based on participant feedback and votes.

• 80% of participants brought spectators with them to the 

event bringing an additional 1000-1500 people to the

The race is hosted by Runner's High Timing and Race 
Management with support from Halifax Health, the Volusia / Flagler YMCA, Team Red, White and 
Blue, Volusia County, the City of Ormond Beach, Tomoka State Park, Florida Department of 
Transportation, Ormond Beach Police Department, and the Volusia County Sheriff's Office.

Supported by local businesses, community groups, sports teams, service organizations and individual 
citizens with more than 200 volunteers staffing at literally every turn on the course, manning 15 water 
stations, as well as the start and finish line make this an exciting community event involving a broad 
cross section of the local Ormond Beach and Volusia County community.

The Tomoka Marathon is a costly venture with Police and Sheriff support, insurance, and licensing 
permit requirements in addition to athlete materials/shirts, expenses, etc.  While entry fees will offset 
some of the expenses they will not offset all the anticipated expenses.  For the event to be successful 
and continue to grow year after year sponsorship is being sought from local businesses.  The Tomoka 
Marathon will have an immediate and positive impact on the local economy and we are offering many 
sponsorship levels.
